Chatan is host to Kadena Air Base, Camp Kuwae, Camp Zukeran, and the U.S. military bases controlling the Army Oil Storage Facilities, and
in total account for 51.6% of the town’s land. Most US military bases are concentrated on flat, favorable land along Route 58. Their huge presence
leaves residential areas divided and oftentimes residents are left inevitably inconvenienced. Regular occurrence of aircraft noise pollution,
incidents and accidents related to US military servicemen and facilities can be a source of anxiety for our citizens. Our town therefore strongly
encourages the consolidation and reduction of the bases and the effective use of returned land, to foster a town with more employment and
bustle.
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Kadena Air Base

Total area 19.86km2 (of which 3.64km2 is Chatan)
Straddling Chatan Town, Kadena Town, and
Okinawa City, the Kadena Air Base is the largest
and most heavily used U.S. Air Force base in the
Far East with two large runways approximately
3,700m. The residential area has facilities such as
schools, baseball fields and movie theaters.
Aircraft noise generated from the base has a
major impact on the lives of our local residents.
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Camp Kuwae

Total area 0.68kn1

Camp Kuwae encompasses dormitories,
schools, soccer fields and other such facilities.
The main facility Naval Hospital was transferred to
Camp Zukeran in 2013. In March 2003, the
northern part of the town, including the Chatan
Town office building was returned and town
development is being promoted further through
the Kuwae lhei Land Realignment Project. The
southern part of the area is also scheduled to be
returned in its entirety in 2024 or later, in
accordance with the Consolidation Plan for U.S.
Forces Japan Facilities and Areas in Okinawa.
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Camp Zukeran

Total area 5.34km2 (of which 2.46km2 is Chatan)
Straddling Chatan Town, Okinawa City, Ginowan
City, and Kitanakagusuku Village. The Marine
Corps Base Headquarters of Okinawa and the
Okinawa Coordination Office of U.S. Forces in
Japan are located here. At the end of March 2020,
part of the warehouse area within the Facility
Engineering Department division was returned.
The Consolidation Plan for U.S. Forces Japan
Facilities and Areas in Okinawa stipulates the
Industrial Corridor and other areas will be
returned in 2024 or later.

Chatan Town: The Town that Strives for Peace

In 1985, our town made a declaration that it would reject all forms of action that
go against the abolition of nuclear weapons and which may lead to war, and in
August of the following year, a tower was erected to declare ourselves a
“Nuclear-Free Town”.

the U.S. military after the war.
